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MORE than 36,000 corpo-
rate pens, 14,500 car nose 
magnets, 43,000 soft toys 
and too many red foam 
noses to count, helped make 
this year’s Red Nose Day a 
success across the ACT, 
NSW and the Hunter region.

Nose Day activities assist 
SIDS and Kids in providing 
vital services and programs 
at a community level. 

While the final figures are 
still being calculated for this 
year’s event, plans are al-
ready underway for next 
year’s Red Nose Day on 
Friday, June 25, 2010. 
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WELCOME to the first joint edition of Red All 
Over — the corporate newsletter of SIDS 
and Kids ACT, Hunter region and NSW. 

A quarterly newsletter, Red All Over, is the 
result of the three SIDS and Kids member 
organisations streamlining their business 
activities to produce one newsletter for all 
regions, rather than three. 

This is a part of a broader strategy for a 
regional fund development program which 
has already for the first time, seen a single 
Red Nose Day campaign in place across the 
ACT, Hunter Region and NSW in 2009.

Chief executive officer, 
Karen Faichney, said losing 
a child during pregnancy, 
birth, infancy or childhood 
had a devastating effect on 
families. 

“It is life changing and it is 
something that stays with 
these families forever,” she 
said. “When you get preg-
nant, when you have a baby, 

it never enters your head that 
the baby might die before you. 

“It’s not in the normal way of 
things within our society and it 
takes families a long time to 
come to terms with.” 

Each year, SIDS and Kids 
ACT aims to reach more than 
5000 families with their edu-
cational services and provides 
bereavement support to more 
than 100 families in the ACT 
region. 
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While SIDS and Kids ACT, SIDS and Kids 
Hunter Region and SIDS and Kids NSW will 
continue to work autonomously on the things 
that really matter to your community — pro-
viding free bereavement support to those 
families who experience the death of a baby 
or child during pregnancy, birth, infancy or 
childhood; education services aimed at re-
ducing the risk of SIDS and fatal sleep acci-
dents; and we have recognised the opportu-
nity to develop a broader range of funding 
initiatives. 

Due to the economies of scale that can be 
achieved in partnership through rationalising 
costs, SIDS and Kids aims to increase the 
amount of funds available for allocation to 
direct service delivery. 

Priorities for the regional program this year 
include increasing opportunities for on-line 
fundraising, developing donor acquisition 

strategies and improving regional communi-
cations — this newsletter being an example 
of this. 

Red All Over will be published four times 
a year to promote upcoming SIDS and Kids 
functions and events in your region, as well 
as highlighting the success of the many 
activities that you have been part of over 
the past few months. Each edition will be 
broken into sections — national activities at 
the front, followed by individual sections 
dedicated to each region. Advertising space 
is available in each edition, and with a direct 
mail out to more than 7000 businesses it’s a 
great way to promote your services within 
your community.

SIDS and Kids ACT chief executive 
officer, Karen Faichney, said in recent 
times stillbirth had become a major area 
of concern. 

“SIDS and Kids’ programs have helped 
reduce the number of infant deaths that 
occur annually, but our work is not done. 
It is still a reality that more than 100 fami-
lies in the ACT region need the support 
of SIDS and Kids’ bereavement services 
every year. 

“We need the support of local busi-
nesses to ensure that we can continue to 
provide our bereavement support and 
education services free of charge to our 
local community,” Karen said. 
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A HEARSE with a red nose — it’s not 
something you see every day. 

It is the quintessential way, however, 
for one Canberra funeral director to show 
its support for SIDS and Kids ACT. 

Tobin Brothers Funeral Directors gives 
ongoing support throughout the year to 
SIDS and Kids ACT. Each year on Red 
Nose Day they also adorn their signature 
silver fleet with car noses from the SIDS 
and Kids Red Nose Day merchandise 
range. 

Located on a busy thoroughfare, the 
Tobin Brothers team also dresses their 
building with a giant red business nose. 

Managing director, Christine Walters, 
challenged other businesses in Canberra 
and Queanbeyan to “pick their red nose 
for Red Nose Day” and enter in this 
year’s corporate competition. 

“My first real touch of death in my 35 
years as a funeral director was when a 
family who had a baby at the same time I 
had my oldest daughter in Queanbeyan 
Hospital, which was 34 years ago, turned 
up at the office to arrange their daugh-
ter’s funeral six weeks after her birth. 
Their daughter was born the same time 
as mine, we were in hospital together,” 
Christine said. 

“Their daughter died of SIDS [Sudden 
Infant Death Syndrome]. I realised that 
perhaps it could have happened to me. 

“I think to lose a child would be the 
hardest of all to bear, and we as a busi-
ness recognise this and want to give 
back something to our community in sup-
port.” 

Businesses who purchased a business 
red nose during the month of June, or re-
purchased their existing business nose 
for a $100 tax-deductible donation, were 
automatically entered into the draw to 
win one of three prizes — a Sydney Har-
bour bridge climb for two people, a Na-
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program, helping to pack and distribute 
fundraising items like Christmas cards, 
hosting morning teas or a charity ball.

WITHOUT volunteers it would not be 
possible for SIDS and Kids ACT, Hunter 
and NSW to do the work we do each 
year in your community. 

Each member organisation provides a 
range of free services to families. These 
include, but are not limited to community 
education services, such as our Safe 
Sleeping program which is offered di-
rectly to expectant parents and grandpar-
ents during regular information sessions, 
via printed brochures and through the 
training we provide to health profession-
als, childcare facilities and mothers’ 
groups. 

SIDS and Kids also provides bereave-
ment support to families who experience 
the death of a baby during pregnancy, 
birth, infancy or childhood. Bereavement 
support includes free grief counselling for 
parents, siblings and grandparents; peer 
group programs for bereaved parents; 
and public education seminars for friends 
and relatives of people who have experi-
enced the death of a baby or child to 
enable them to effectively support their 
loved ones. 

SIDS and Kids does receive some gov-
ernment funding. However, we have to 
raise the balance through fundraising 

and events. As a result, we rely heavily 
on the generosity of our volunteers. 

While Red Nose Day is our major fund-
raising event, there are many other ways 
you can help. This may include, but is 
not limited to, trivia nights, selling raffle 
tickets, implementing a workplace giving 
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WORKPLACE giving is a simple and effective way you and 
your employees can regularly donate to SIDS and Kids.

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A RECORD number of entries in this year’s 
annual ProStyle SIDS and Kids ACT golf 
day resulted in the event being an over-
whelming success, raising more than 
$54,000. 

The golf day, which was held at the Mur-
rumbidgee Country Club in Kambah on April 
23, was organised by the Asher and Riddle 
families as a tribute to their son and grand-
son, Jackson. 

In September 2003 Richard and Toni 
Asher lost their third son, Jackson, to SIDS 
at the age of 15 months.  They and their 
respective families decided that they would 
start a golf day to raise funds for SIDS and 
Kids ACT to help them to support other 
children affected by the death of a sibling. 

According to Richard Asher, the success 
of the golf day would not have been possi-
ble without the help of major sponsors 
David Fogg and Craig McGovern from the 
ProStyle Building Group, all those who do-
nated prizes, the many volunteers who 
made the day run smoothly and all the par-
ticipants. 

“Our main aim behind the golf day is to 
raise money to help bereaved siblings. 

“What we have been through after losing 
Jackson has been extremely difficult, but 
helping our boys cope with our loss was the 
most important thing to us,” Richard said. 

SIDS and Kids ACT chief executive offi-
cer, Karen Faichney, said the ProStyle 
SIDS and Kids Golf Day continued to be 
one of the most successful fundraising 
events for SIDS and Kids ACT. 

“The golf day gets bigger every year. 
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From its inception to the present day, the 
event has raised more than $230,000 to 
support the development and implementa-
tion of children’s and other services within 
SIDS and Kids in the ACT and surrounding 
region. 

“The secret of its success is a combina-
tion of the passion and commitment of the 
families involved and the ongoing support 
of our sponsors. 

“We are also extremely grateful to David 
Fogg and Craig McGovern, of ProStyle 
Building Group, for their continued gener-
ous sponsorship. ProStyle has proudly 
sponsored this event since 2005,” Karen 
said. 

Plans are already underway for the 2010 
golf day, which will be held next April at the 
Murrumbidgee Country Club. 
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SINCE the beginning of the year, SIDS 
and Kids has delivered four comprehen-
sive train the trainer workshops aimed at 
health professionals working in and 
around the ACT and Queanbeyan region. 

More than 60 health professionals in-
cluding maternal and child health nurses, 
midwives, paediatric nurses, care and 
protection workers, Aboriginal health ser-
vice midwives and youth workers at-
tended the workshops. The most recent 
was held in partnership with Greater 
Southern Area Health Service (GSAHS) 
targeting nurses and midwives working in 
smaller regional centres. 

The program is based on training mod-
ules developed by Queensland Health. 

Locally, the program has been adapted 

and specific resources, including a very 
popular flip chart, have been developed 
by SIDS and Kids ACT Safe Sleeping 
Educators Maureen Scott and Danielle 
Mackay, to support the participants’ deliv-
ery of safe sleeping messages in their 
local communities and to their specific 
client base. 

As a result of this program, several 
health professionals, in a variety of set-
tings have delivered safe sleeping educa-
tion to their colleagues, with the aid of 
these presentation materials developed 
and provided by SIDS and Kids ACT.

Together with our won-
derful colleagues in the NSW and 
Hunter Region offices of SIDS and 
Kids, we have been breaking new 
ground over the past year or so.

And, it 
was a challenge photographer Holly 
Treadaway happily accepted when she 
donated her skills and time to help with 
SIDS and Kids ACT’s next fundraising 
project — a cookbook titled Nurture. 

When completed, Nurture will be a 
compilation of recipes by Canberra’s 
leading chefs and restaurants, profes-
sionally photographed and presented in a 
modern, full colour, 120-page publication. 
It will then be sold throughout Canberra 
and Queanbeyan, with all proceeds go-
ing directly to local families through the 
many programs offered by SIDS and 
Kids ACT.

The Nurture 
cookbook project will cost SIDS and Kids 
ACT about $15,000 to publish, but the 
revenue stream achieved from its sale 

will ensure SIDS and Kids ACT will be 
able to continue providing services to the 
community free of charge long into the 
future. 

The Nurture cookbook will be testimony 
to the time-honoured tradition of food 
sharing that crosses generations and 
breaks through all barriers. There is noth-
ing better than sharing great food with 
loved ones and sharing food, whether in 
times of celebration, friendship and even 
grief has become a way of showing how 
much you care.

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FAMILY Services has continued to deliver 
a range of support options to bereaved 
families during the first half of the year. 

Two new initiatives have also been in-
troduced — a community education pro-
gram and access to a children’s counsel-
lor for families who have concerns for 
their surviving children. 

We have held another successful family 
day and a positively received bereave-
ment journey workshop. A further work-
shop is planned for September and, 
pending sufficient interest, will be fol-
lowed by peer support training early in 
2010. 

The community education program has 
included seminars for both the general 
public and specifically for bereaved fami-
lies. 

Topics have been Understanding Grief 
When a Baby Dies, Early Pregnancy 
Loss: An Unspeakable Grief and Couples 
Communicating in Grief. A seminar enti-
tled Grief and Depression is planned for 
later in the year. 

Five support groups are currently of-
fered. Attendances at Puggles playgroup, 
the group for parents who have experi-

enced the death of a child during the 
second half of pregnancy, and the group 
for parents who have had a young child 
die, indicate that these are currently the 
areas of greatest need.     

Other plans for the remainder of 2009 
include an International Pregnancy and 
Infant Loss (IPIL) Day activity on October 
15, our annual memorial gathering on 
Sunday, December 6 and a function to 
acknowledge our peer support volunteer 
team on December 3 — the eve of Inter-
national Volunteer Day.

I WOULD like to take this opportu-
nity to once again thank all of our 
wonderful volunteers who worked 
tirelessly in the month of June to 
help make Red Nose Day such a 
success. 

Without your help we would be 
unable to set up stalls around Can-

While it will take a while to finalise 
the full amount raised from the cam-
paign, we are confident of raising in 
excess of $100,000 across the ACT 
region.

For the past year, SIDS and Kids 
Hunter received very important and gen-
erous funding from the Newcastle Per-
manent Charitable Foundation for an 
outreach support and education pro-
gram. 

The outreach program objectives were 
to improve the delivery of SIDS and Kids 
services to families in rural and out of 
metropolitan Newcastle areas of the 
Hunter including Maitland, Singleton, 
Cessnock and the western and southern 
areas of Lake Macquarie. 

SIDS and Kids Hunter achieved these 
goals as greater services are now of-
fered in the above rural and out of metro-
politan Hunter areas, enabling more be-
reaved families to access this much 
needed support service regardless of 
their residential constraints. 

During the 2008 calendar year there 
wasn an 80 per cent increase in referrals 
in the Hunter Region.

The day was an excellent success 
with lots of positive feedback and a 
clear recommendation from those who 
participated to hold the training in the 
future for those unable to attend, and 
those from regional hospitals.
